Acting Chairperson in Mayor Ewert’s absence, Michael Schmaltz called the regular meeting of the Anamoose City Council to order this 8th day of July 2024, at 7:08 pm.  Kathy Lund, and Brady Schmaltz were present. Ted Mertz was absent.. Also present were Tom Sieg, Maintainer of the Lagoon and Sewer, and Laurel Schnase, City Auditor.

Minutes of the 6-10-2024 council meeting were read and approved. B.Schmaltz/Lund. AIF

Treasurer’s Report for June was submitted and accepted as submitted. Lund/B.Schmaltz. AIF

Moore Engineering contacted City Hall and stated that the application for the Anamoose Sewer and Lagoon Rehabilitation Project for a grant through USDA Rural Development will be resubmitted with the added information requested.

Sieg was present to inform the council that he recently shocked the lagoon with 14 bags of enzymes and will continue adding 2 bags per week during the warmer months. He stated that he has enough chemicals to feed the lagoon for 2 years. Sieg also shared that the recent inspection of the Anamoose Wastewater Treatment Facility showed a few deficiencies. Sieg has been working on correcting those, and Schnase will write a letter to the ND DEQ explaining what all has been done, and what will be done when the Sewer and Lagoon Rehabilitation Project is completed.

Schnase informed the council that a new sign has been ordered for the landfill. M.Schmaltz asked if she would also order a new sign for the compost area in town, reminding residents that it is only for grass clippings, leaves, and garden vegetation. No branches are to be placed on the compost pile. A key for the landfill is available at City Hall for residents to dispose of branches.

The council had the second reading of Ordinance No. 4.04151.  Motion to adopt the ordinance Prohibiting the Placement of Storage Containers on Residential Lots Within the City of Anamoose, ND. B.Schmaltz/Lund. AIF

Anamoose election results for 2024 were reviewed by the council. Kathy Lund and Michael Schmaltz received the most votes for City Council, and Theresa Hoke and Brittany Bromley received the most votes for the Park Board. The minutes will continue to be published in the Mouse River Journal, and $100,000.00 will be transferred out of the Service Fund and into the General Fund to be used towards securing the debt reserve fund needed for the Sewer and Lagoon Rehabilitation Project.

City Hall received a request from concerned citizens about placing a yield sign on the west corner of 2nd St., and Ave. E East. They have seen many close calls from people not watching for adults and children on bicycles and ATVs around the ball diamond area. Schnase will ask Vetsch to place a sign on that intersection.

Schnase asked the council for permission to use a week of vacation from July 15-19. The council approved her request.

City Hall has received one estimate for 2 traffic surveillance cameras to be installed on Main Street. Other estimates are still pending.
