Mayor Ewert called the regular meeting of the Anamoose City Council to order this 5th day of August 2024, at 7:02 pm. All council members were present. Also present were Tom Sieg, Maintainer of the Lagoon and Sewer, and Laurel Schnase, City Auditor.

Minutes of the 7-8-2024 council meeting were read and approved. B.Schmaltz/Mertz. AIF

Treasurer’s Report for July was submitted and accepted as submitted. Mertz/Lund. AIF

Sieg informed the council that he is waiting on an estimate from a company out of McClusky that has a drone used for spraying weeds. The recent inspection by the ND DEQ noted that the cattails and weeds around the lagoon need to be sprayed to comply with their standards. Motion to spend up to approximately $1,000.00 for drone spraying at the lagoon. M.Schmaltz/Lund. AIF He also mentioned that he will be getting the results of the sonar surveying done on the main cell of the lagoon and will report back to the council at the September meeting. The council also reviewed the Engineer’s Report from Moore Engineering.  The Search Grant, which originally analyzed the wastewater systems, was closed out and the City of Anamoose received a reimbursement of $30,000.00. from the USDA Rural Development. Funding for the current project for the Sewer and Lagoon Rehabilitation will likely not be finalized until the beginning of 2025.

A new sign ordered for the dump ground has been installed, which explains what items are allowed to be dumped there, and how to get a key for the gate.

The council reviewed 3 estimates for surveillance cameras to be installed on Main Street. After much discussion, the council asked Schnase to call around the area and see what other towns are using and report back at the September meeting.

Resulting from the June elections, the residents of Anamoose voted to transfer $100,000.00 from the Service Charge Fund into the General Fund to be used towards the Debt Reserve Fund for the Sewer & Lagoon Rehabilitation project. Motion to transfer $100,000.00 from the Service Charge Fund into the General Fund. B.Schmaltz/Mertz. AIF

City Hall has received an oral complaint of small children playing outside unattended. The concerned neighbor has seen them riding their bikes out into the street without looking for oncoming traffic. Schnase was asked to write a letter to the parents to notify them of what has been witnessed and ask that they talk to their children about how to be safe while playing outside.

The council asked Schnase to order a railroad sign from McHenry County to replace the damaged one on Main St.. 

The council completed the 1st reading of the 2025 City of Anamoose Budget. The 2nd and final reading will be at 7:00 pm on Monday, September 9th, at City Hall. Mertz/ M.Schmaltz. AIF

The council read the Resolution for the City Auditor Bond. Motion to approve. M.Schmaltz/Mertz. AIF
