
9-9-2024


Mayor Ewert called the regular meeting of the Anamoose City Council to order this 9th day of September 2024, at 7:08 pm. All council members were present. Also present were Mike Rudnick, and Laurel Schnase, City Auditor.

Minutes of the 8-5-2024 council meeting were read and approved. B.Schmaltz/Lund. AIF

Treasurer’s Report for August was submitted and accepted as submitted. Lund/B.Schmaltz. AIF 


Rudnick was present to relay a request from 2 Anamoose residents to have power installed on the streetlights on the corner of Ave. G and 4th St. W., and Ave. E and 3rd St. W. for lighted Christmas decorations. The cost would be about $120.00 per pole. Motion to have power brought to the 2 streetlights. B.Schmaltz/Lund. AIF

City Hall received an inquiry about bin rent on property owned by the City of Anamoose. Motion to set the rent rate at one cent per bushel per month on grain bin rent. M.Schmaltz/Mertz. AIF

Schnase informed the council what other cities and parks in the area feel about the surveillance systems they have in place, and where they purchased it from. NDTC has an option to lease the system for a minimum of 12 months for the cost of  $43.02 per month plus the cost of internet. There would be a one-time installation fee of $500.00, also. Motion to lease a surveillance system with 2 cameras from NDTC for one year and possibly have a reduced amount to purchase the system following the lease commitment.  M.Schmaltz/Mertz. AIF

The council completed the 2nd reading of the 2025 City of Anamoose Budget.  Motion to approve and finalize.  B.Schmaltz/Lund.  AIF

M.Schmaltz stated that Robert Becker has been installing 6 sheets of metal on the city shop roof. Once completed he will send an invoice for his labor to City Hall.

Jerry Speck has submitted a building permit to build a fence on his property at 312 Main Street. Motion to approve the building of a fence with the special condition being the finished side of the wood fence faces outward. Mertz/Lund. AIF

City Hall received an invoice from Pete’s Tractor Salvage for straps, chains, and load binders that were taken off his trailer when it was being used for salvage items during the recent Clean Up Week. The council was aware of the missing property and requested an estimate for replacement. Motion to pay Pete’s Tractor Salvage $600.00 for the replacement cost of stolen property.  Lund/M.Schmaltz. AIF

The City of Anamoose was awarded a $10,000.00 grant through the America the Beautiful Tree Planting. Our grant application proposed to provide a 50% match for the grant funds through volunteer labor in site preparation, tree transportation and planting, and watering throughout the summer. The city also had some in-kind equipment use listed as part of the match. In total, 42 trees have been planted in the city resulting from this grant. Schnase has submitted the Project Billing and Match Statement to the ND State Forest Service for reimbursement, which should come soon after the trees are inspected on September 24, 2024. Motion to pay Schmaltz’s Greenhouse the cost of the trees and supplies in the amount of $10,172.26. Lund/B.Schmaltz. AIF
